It has its involvement in all kinds of visual, audio-visual, written,
physical, oral form etc. Noise may enter from any side in the process of communication.-
MO§“.Y noise is created in the environment. ' Noise is the disruption found in the
environment of the communication which makes the message less accurate, less
productive and unclear. It might even prevent the message from reaching the receiver,
There are many kinds of noise in communication process such as physical noise, written
noise, technological noise, etc. Physical noises are the disturbances that occur due to
outside or background disturbance and environment. This type of noise occurs in mostly all
kinds of communication like face to face, written, etc. Written noise like bad handwriting
or typing is also taken as physical barrier. Technological noisé are the noise that occur in
the medium or channel like any sound while talking on phone or message sending failure |
in chats. All of the mentioned types of noises are. included as physical communication

barriers. : {

flexibility, mobility, security and whole range of new services. With cellular phone, one can
call anywhere and can be reached from any telephone in the world. ' :

2. A pager: It is a small telecommunications device that receives (and, in some cases,
transmits) alert signals and/or short messages. This type of device is convenient for people
expecting telephone calls, but who are not near a telephone set to make or return calls
immediately. The message is typed on a computer screen at one end, and is conveyed to the |
other end through electric impulses. This is similar to private messaging through social

anyone-clients, office or family, when one is on the move. Paging started a bit late in India.
3. E-mail : E-mail stands for electronic mail. One can send formal document through
internet connection. This method is called e-mail. It can be sent to a large nu mber of people
simultaneously. It is supposed to be highly secure and secret. It saves you from telephone
tags. It is the quickest means of transmitting messages. Through e-mails connections can
be made over very long distances using the public telephone networks or radio links.

4. FAX (Facsimile or duplicate, reproduce Telegraphy) : An imagfa of a
document made by electronic scanning and transmitted as data by telecommunication
hpks. It deals with the transmission of typewritten or handwritten message, drawings,
pictures or any matter which cannot be sent through telegraphs,. telephones or
teleprinters. Even typed matter can be transmitted more effectively through fax. In this
system there is no scope for copying.

The 14th century
Madrassah Firoziyah still stands today, although in ruins, in the lovely setting of
the Hauz Khas Tank. Famous teachers such as Sheikh Rumi and Sheikh

3. Madrassahs evolved in three stages. There were at first only Arabic studies at
mosques. The masjid was effectively the instructional centre where, quite
naturally, the recitation of the Holy Koran was the main concern. This stage was
followed by the complex becoming the masjidih khan or the lodging place. It was
not so much a sarai dera for travellers but a resting place for scholars and'
teachers who had reason to come here from other towns. The madrassah was a |
combination of the two stages. The centre as a place of learning was now an
established concept: Pupils sat at the feet of famous scholars and listened to them.
The apprentice or muid was an unquestioning repeater of the Word. He would
either learn from the mudaris or the ifada, a person qualified to teach the
